“Hypocrites in the church”“Hypocrites in the church”“Hypocrites in the church”“Hypocrites in the church”    

 A young man was telling me, recently, why it had taken him so long to become a 
Christian, he said, “I had a hard time dealing with the hypocrisy that I saw in the 

church.” 

 Well, it is true that there are hypocrites in the church.  It would be hypocritical of me 
to deny it!  But what does that have to do with my responsibility to serve the Lord?  Isn’t 
it hypocritical to use what others do, or do not do, as an excuse for failing to be what we 

need to be? 

 Hypocrisy is the act of pretending to be something we are not.  Usually it is an         
attempt to cover up attitudes or motives that are not as acceptable as the ones that are 
pretended.  Hypocrisy is nothing new, nor is it confined to the realm of religion.          
Certainly, having just gone through an election season, we have seen many candidates 
who try to stand on every side of issues, to appeal to whatever audience they are   

speaking. 

 For those who are “offended” by hypocrisy in the church, what about the hypocrisy 
of the world?  Isn’t it the height of hypocrisy when cigarette companies offer information  
to help people stop smoking, the liquor industry sponsors campaigns against drinking 

and driving, and gambling interests encourage us to “play responsibly?” 

 It is true that only sincere service is acceptable to the Lord.  Jesus rebuked those 
who prayed standing on the street corners and gave alms “to be seen of men”    
(Mathew 6).  He warned of those who had a beam in their eye trying to remove the 
speck from the eye of their brother (Matthew 7:1-5).  In Matthew 23, Jesus referred to 
the scribes and Pharisees as hypocrites no less than nine times?  “Hypocrites!  Well did 
Isaiah prophesy about you saying:  ’These people draw near to me with their mouth, and 

honor me with their lips, but their heart is far from Me!’”  (Matthew 15:7-8). 

 But we never let hypocrites keep us from doing or being what we want to be in other 
areas of our life.  Not everyone who comes to the football game is a real fan - many just 
come to be with their friends.  Even when they cheer and wear the home team colors, 

they are doing so just to fit in.  But,  you don’t allow their lack of commitment deter you. 

 The true hypocrite is the one who says “the reason I don’t serve the Lord is because 
of the hypocrites in the church.”  If you look at the church and all you see the hypocrites, 
you are looking in the wrong places.  You should be looking at Jesus - He is certainly 
everything that He claimed to be.  Look at your brothers and sisters in Christ who are 
sincere and are genuinely seeking to serve the Lord.  Some of what we may condemn 
as hypocrisy may just be imperfect people doing their best.  And finally, look at yourself.  
When you remove the sin from your own life, then you will be able, not to condemn your 

brother, but to help him do better.

Twice in the book of Acts, the apostle Paul gives a       
report to the brethren in Jerusalem. He tells them of ‘all 
those things which God has done among the Gentiles 

through his ministry’. (Acts 15.4,21.19-20) 

 It is encouraging to hear that the Lord’s work is being done in the world. 
News of success can act like a charger for our spiritual batteries, reenergizing 

our own efforts to spread the good news of Jesus Christ to all who will hear. 

 The ‘drive-through’, ‘got to have it fast’, ‘thirty second attention span’ that 
seems to be most prevalent in America creates challenges for us as we do our 
best to teach others about Christ. Researchers such as the Barna Group report 
that nearly 46% of adults listen to a Christian radio broadcast in a typical 
month. (www.barna.org). In fact, most Americans get their ‘religious’                

information from radio, television, and ever increasingly, the internet. 

 What does this mean to us? Well, like Paul, we must become all things to all    
people. If the only way we can get Christ into a non-believers home is television 

or the internet, then we must use those tools to evangelize the world. 

 This does not mean that we should ever stop shaking hands and speaking 
to one another face to face. However, the elders here at Camden Avenue wisely 

recognize that we must go to the people, in whatever way that is effective. 

 This is why we as a congregation support the ‘Search’ television broadcasts. 
Now, do you want to hear some encouraging news for the Parkersburg area? Of 
course you do! The campaign efforts you participated in a year ago are bearing 
fruit. Not only have Bible studies in the area been conducted, resulting is some 
conversions, but the Search audience on Sunday mornings has more than      
tripled since May 2010! This is good news. I am happy that we are able to      

glorify God through this program. 

 Now I have to consider, how much more can we do? Remember the         
command of our Lord, “Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, 
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 
Spirit, teaching them to  observe all things that I have commanded you; and 

lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age." (Mt 28.19)
