Concerning Instrumental Music In Worship

It is crystal clear that no record of instrumental music being used in the
worship of the church is present in the New Testament. The closest of scrutiny
has not found a single reference to such use. This is a fact which admits of no
denial. The earliest use of instrumental music in church worship, according to
recent and reliable historians, was well after the fourth century A.D., hundreds of
years after the origin of the church and in a time of general departure from the
New Testament way of worship and service. The more one ponders this fact the
more significant it comes to be.

No adequate defense of instrumental music in the worship of the church
has been made from the New Testament. Hundreds of attempts have appeared,
often with a show of ingenuity, but all the efforts have been shown by careful
students of Bible truth to be inadequate. In oral and written form these efforts
have been weighed and found wanting. Occasionally a new attempt will be made,
but the effort fails because the truth of the Bible does not support it.

The use of instrumental music in worship has caused division in the
restoration movement in this country and elsewhere. Those who sought to follow
the Bible alone resisted the bringing in of this unauthorized practice. The
upholders of instrumental music refused to remove it from the worship.
Discussion was to no avail and division followed. The driver of the wedge splits
the log; the user(s) and supporter(s) of instrumental music in the worship of the
church thereby caused division contrary to the doctrine of the Lord
(Romans 16:17—18.)

Discussions about unity after instrumental music in worship has divided
churches avail nothing until and unless those who practice and promote such use
stop the practice and repent of the wrong involved. At best such discussions,
without facing the obvious problem, are exercises of futility; at worst they leave
the impression that churches of Christ generally are without firm convictions
about the authority of the Bible and necessity of the purity of the church in
worship, doctrine, and practice. While there may be some who would
compromise on this and other issues of Bible truth, this is not the conviction of
the vast majority of our brethren.

Unity is desired (John 17:20—21), but the full and clear teaching of the
Bible must be followed in order for unity to be present. Those who support and
practice instrumental music in church worship are preventing unity by their

teaching and practice.

SING!

Worship of God has always been a natural outpouring from the hearts of
those who love the Lord. From Genesis to Revelation we have examples of
people worshipping God and we have God’s instructions about the kind of
worship He wants and approves of. As the New Testament church, our goal
should be to worship the Lord in accordance with both His wants and approval.
To that end, our worship assemblies are conducted without the use of
mechanical instruments. Simply put, the language of the New Testament
clearly commands this style of worship and every New Testament example
upholds this practice. It is also pertinent to note that this was the common and
accepted practice for all of Christendom for nearly the first seven hundred years
of Christianity. Notably, the term “acapella” is a Latin phrase which simply
means “in the manner of the church.” When the organ was introduced into the
worship of the Catholic Church around 670 A.D., it was met with great
opposition by the people.

Today however, the exclusion of instruments from our worship assembly is
considered odd by the vast majority of people. The idea of exclusively vocal
worship seems to most as quaint, uninspiring, boring, and lack luster. The
understanding of Scripture’s definition of what God sees as acceptable worship
has been relegated to the closet of things not considered as important. But it is
important. It is important because God’s Word shows us it is important.
Therefore, if it is important to God, it should be important to us as well. So,
brethren, sing!

Sing from your heart. Sing to the Lord. Sing to one another. Sing from
your soul,. Those who criticize our worship as dull and uninspiring are only
accurate if we fail to lift our hearts in worship through song to our Heavenly
Father as He commanded. You don’t have to be talented or gijfted or even in
tune for your vocal offerings to be pleasing to God’s ears; you just have to let
your love for your Father and your gratitude for His blessings and your awe for
His glory and majesty fill your heart and overflow from your lips in honest and
sincere worship. So sing brethren, sing! Cast aside your fear and self-doubting

and worship the Lord!
