Tonk Talk by Mark T. Tonkery

Where Are You?
By Charles C. Pugh lll

An old gospel preacher stood before a great audience and announced the text of his ser-
mon. He said, “My text is Genesis 3:9. The Bible says, ‘And the Lord God called unto Adam and
said unto him, Where art thou?’” The preacher continued, “l will make three divisions in this
study. First, every man has to be somewhere. Second, some men are where they ought not
be. Third, they that are where they ought not be are one day going to find themselves where they
don’t want to be!”

God’s question to Adam (“Where are you?”) serves to remind us today of spiritually geographic
locations where accountable persons find themselves.

Some ARE in Christ. Those who have obeyed the gospel (1 Corinthians 15:1-4; Romans 6:17),
and are living faithful to Christ are in Him (Ephesians 1:3). There is no condemnation in Christ
(Romans 8:1). There is forgiveness of sins in Christ (Ephesians 1:7). There is salvation in Christ (2
Timothy 2:10). The Scriptures teach that one is baptized into Christ’s death where He shed His
blood (Romans 6:3-4; John 19:33-34). Paul wrote, “For as many of you as were baptized into Christ
have put on Christ” (Galatians 3:27). Having been baptized into Christ, one remains in this spiritual
location by walking in the light (1 John 1:7) and remaining faithful to Him unto death (Revelation
2:10).

Some WERE in Christ. It is possible for those who were once in the right spiritual location (in
Christ) to depart (fall away from) that location. Those who think they stand in Christ are warned to
“take heed” lest they fall (1 Corinthians 10:12). The grace of God is in Christ (2 Timothy 2:1), and
some have fallen from that grace (Galatians 5:4). Some were in the location where they had es-
caped the sinful pollutions of the world, but they moved to another location where they were con-
demned (2 Peter 2:20-22). It is possible for those who have been enlightened by the truth, and re-
ceived the gift of the Holy Spirit (Hebrews 6:4; 10:26-32; Acts 2:38), to fall away (Hebrews 6:4-

6). Those who do not abide in Christ will, one day, be where they will eternally regret such (cf.
John 15:6).

Some ARE NOT (and never have been) in Christ. To be outside of Christ is to be without hope
(Ephesians 2:12). Most are in this location (Matthew 7:13-14), be-
cause they have not obeyed the gospel (2 Thessalonians 1:6-9).

Doug'’s Discussion

Jealousy Costs You Blessings

Children do not always get the same blessing at the same time. Which, of course, can
cause some problems with jealousy. “Why does SHE get to go to a friend’s house today?”
“Why does HE get to buy candy?” Listen kid, some days it’s your day and some days it’s not.
And let me share with you one reason why the jealous response is unwise: it's a great way to
guarantee you won’t participate in the blessing. One kid gets candy and another become jeal-
ous. Jealous kid gives candy kid a real hard time. What does that do to the odds candy kid
shares? Wouldn’t being happy for someone increase the odds you get to share in their bless-
ing? |think so.

Jesus taught in many places. He did miracles in many places. He had tremendous gifts,
given to Him by His Father. But Jesus did not hoard these gifts for His own purposes. He freely
shared with thousands. But. .. there was one place where Jesus did not do very many mira-
cles. It was the place that | believe was most filled with jealously. In His hometown they said
“Where did this man get these things? ... What’s this wisdom that has been given him, that he
even does miracles?” (Mark 6:2) Or, in other words, why does THIS guy have the candy and |
don’'t? They took offence at Jesus. Their failure to acknowledge that God gave Jesus these
gifts, and that they should be happy about it, led to less sick people being healed.

Our Heavenly Father loves all His children. All are given generous gifts - just not all the
same ones at the same time. | humbly suggest that you be okay with that. Do you think being
bitter about someone else’s blessing would compel God to give you more? | think it is more
likely to have the opposite effect! What’'s more, your resentment will close the door to you shar-
ing in the blessing of another. It's harder to share with a grump. So, bottom line, be thankful
for the gifts God gives you. Be equally thankful for the gifts God gives others. That will keep

jealously from costing you blessings.
