Commit to Your Commitment in 2021

Saying you're going to do something is one thing. Doing that thing is another. I’'m sure this comes
as a shock to you - but people don’t always do what they say they’re going to do. Reasons for this vary.
Sometimes it’s because honesty wasn’t the best policy. Other times it's because the person making the
commitment didn’t understand what was involved in what they were pledging to do. Some things aren’t as
easy as we expect them to be. What then? Do we give up? Some do - even on their commitment to their
faith. “But since they have no root, they last only a short time. When trouble or persecution come because
of the word, they quickly fall away” (Matthew 13:21). We can do better than that!

| want to thank all the people at Camden Avenue who have decided to commit to a spiritual goal this
year. You heard the call to grow in your faith and you responded, even though many of you have been
Christians for decades. Now comes the hard part. A commitment is made in a moment - usually in a
strong spiritual moment, on a spiritual mountaintop.
